Iipaily atier many years of
frustration Fields and Chistoli-
ni claimed the National Cham-
pionship by defeating Marni
Lovrich and Annabelle Rogan
at their home court in Venice
Beach on September 21 and
22. Chistolini and Fields path
to the Championships was
made easier by the absence of
the 1990 defending champions
Carolyn Dadian-Bernhardt and
Kathy Paben. Liz Trutanich,
who finished second with
Morgan Bowman in 1990,
teamed with Doris Castaneda
to finish third.

The "A" Womens competi-
tion saw Kim Austin and Midge
Sutherland fight back from the
losers bracket to defeat runners-
up Robin Haney and Emily Reid
in two closely fought matches.

Scott Freedman and Morgan
Bowman had won the 1990 Na-
tional Mixed title and were
heavily favored to defend the ti-
tle this year. Freedman and
Bowman have been untouch-
able in two years, winning ev-
ery tournament entered since
1989. Freedman and Bowman
were seeded first and figured to
breeze to their third National
Mixed title. The only team that
app«ared capable of challeng-
ing them was second seeded
Sol Hauptman and Debbie
Markowitz, two hardhitting left-
ies who were teaming together
for the first time.

The tournament followed form
with Freedman and Bowman
meeting Hauptman and
