Freedman, Yogi, Hanley and Taylor
Lead Rankings Going Into Nationals

Scott Freedman and Denise
Yogi are the Open Division’s
rankings leaders going into the
National Doubles Champion-
ships.

Masculine Mutterings

There have been fewer tourna-
ments in Southern California this
year than in the past, but the
names of the winners have a fa-
miliar ring. Scott Freedman has
won three of the first four Open
Men’s Doubles; the Walt Lee
Memorial with Marvin Silver, the
Los Angeles Open with Mark
Rifenbark, and the South Bay

Open with Sol Hauptman. Intwo

of the three wins Daryl Lemon
was second; with Ken Linder in
the LA Open and with Dave Stahl
in the South Bay Open.

The fourth Men’s Open
Doubles, the Culver City Cham-
pionships, was won by the team
of Daryl Lemon and Dave Stahl
over John Williamson and

Clemente Perez. Freedman then
teamed up with Rifenbark again
to win the National Beach Cham-
pionships over displaced New
Yorkers, Sol Hauptman and Jeff
Fleitman. To round things out for
Scott Freedman, he defeated
Daryl Lemon to win the Open
National Singles Championships.
Not surprisingly, Scott Freedman
leads the ranking point totals with
Daryl Lemon in second. Hot on
Daryl’s heels are Sol Hauptman
and Dave Stahl. Dave teamed up
with Mike Novick for first place
in the Pacific Coast Champion-
ships with Sol Hauptman and
Marvin Silver taking second.
There has been a lot more va-
riety in the Men’s “A” Division.
Two Mike’s, Corbett and Rosen
beat a third Mike, Mulrooney and
his partner, Alan Buchsbaum to
win the Walt Lee Memorial. Old
timers Marty Gordon and Myron
Harris defeated old timers Brian
Hill and Mike Cohen for first
place in the Culver City Champi-
onships. Brian Hill teamed up
with Bill Hanley, another old
timer, to take the Los Angeles
Open over Mike Mulrooney (old
timer) and Eric Liner (yet another
old timer).
