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Paddle Tennis Sees Rapid
Growth In Recreational Play

Some feel that participation in
paddle tennis' nationwide tourna-
ment circuit has diminished in re-
cent years and that this reflects
the state of the game. But as Pad-
dle Tennis News surveys the na-
tion, we find that recreational
paddle tennis is booming. Every-
where we look, paddle tennis play
at the recreational level is draw-
ing greater numbers of players to
our sport everyday. What follows
are a few examples:

NORTHERN SAN DIEGD COUNTRY CLUB
RTTRACTS SENIORS

Ocean Hills Country Club in
Qceanside, California, is a se-
niors only (minimum 55 years)
community. Constructed around
an executive golf course, the ar-
chitecture is akin to a Greek vil-
lage. Red slate roofs, white stuc-
co, curving streets, an enormous
club house, huge olympic pool,
four tennis courts, and most im-
portant five regulation paddle ten-
nis courts — thiree lighted.

And these courts are used! A
typical morning (from 8 a.m. to 11
a.m.) will find all five in use and
about a half hour wait to play.

There's just what you'd expect
— a variety of players on the
courts. There are those "Grand-
mas" who before living at Ocean

Hills never swung anything but a

mop. Now they are out every day
swinging a powerpaddle or a
shamrock - but with enthusiasm
and a competitive drive they nev-
er knew they had!

And these are good players
who enjoy the game! The level of
play increases daily and a typical
tournament ( 3 levels - A, B, C)
will bring out 50 players (more if
there is lunch after play).

Informal lessons are given by
some of the "more mature" mem-
bers of the U.S.P.T.A. including
Charlie Force, Bob Foladare and
Jack Iskin who are residents.

Recently Ocean Hills invited
the paddle tennis group from Mis-
sion Viejo in Orange County led
by Sam and Selma Rosen to a
tourney and lunch. Norm Mar-
shank, Scott Freedman, Mike
Corbett, Tom Foladare, Jr. have
been guest players at Ocean Hills.

Jack Iskin has served as court
jester and leader of the pack over
the years. He wants a future se-
niors U.S.P.T.A. tournament. How
about the 1994 or 1995 Master's
Championships?

Paddle Tennis in St. Augus-
tine has been changing over the

ent sites throughout the nation.
New USPTA President Mike Cor-
bett of Santa Rosa, California, com-
menting for the Board, said, "A
grand slam series provides a focus
and a centerpiect for players, fans,
potential sponsors and potential
media efforts in increasing expo-
sure to the game and promoting
the sport of paddle tennis as a
recreational game for Americans."

He stated that the initial 1994
season should reflect some
changes from what players are
used to, bitt that existing tourna-
ments and venues will be designat-
ed as grand slam tourneys. Corbett
said that long term discussions
have included such ideas as the
identification of four permanent
sites for the doubles series as well
as other changes in singles and
mixed doubles competition.

Currently, paddle tennis focus-
es primarily on three major events
in doubles, mixed doubles and sin-
gles formats called "The Nation-
als," and a loose conglomeration of
approximately 20 sanctioned tour-
naments in such areas as New
York City, the Charleston, South
Carolina area, Northern Florida,
Minnesota, and Northern and
Southern California.

Corbett said preliminary think-
ing calls for grand slam events in
1994 to be held in July, August and
September and culminating in Oc-
tober with the National Paddle Ten-
nis Championships. Other tourna-
ments not selected as grand slam
events would continue to function
and be sanctioned provided that ba-
sic tournament requirements now
being drafted are met by the tourna-
ment directors and host sites.

For example, he noted, there
could be a whole slate of pre-
grand slam events that would be
sanctioned by the USPTA be-
tween January and June as warm-
ups for the Grand Slam series.
The format could be doubles, a

TA Board of Directors. Recently,
Dave Wagner, Director of Silver
Birch Ranch Christian Center,
said it may build paddle tennis
courts.

In Southwestern Ohio, Profes-
sor Bernie Goldfine of the Univer-
sity of Dayton is again offering a
beginning paddle tennis course
this fall. (see story and course syl-

mixed doubles series or a smgles
series culminating in the National
Singles Championships in May
Corbett said that the main focus
for 1994 was the Grand Slam Series,
but that the "Board and the Paddle
Tennis community need to create a
vision for paddle tennis." He sug-
gested that "too many players have
been waiting for something to hap-
pen instead of making it happen."
He added that the USPTA has
no full time staff, its budget is,
small and membership has been
declining. Even making the Grand
Slam happen in 1994 will depend
on the participation of the paddle
tennis community, he cautioned.
"This will only happen in 1994 if-
everyone contributes in some
way. We really need some leaders
to stand up for paddle tennis.

. That's why I'm appealing to every

player, especially open players
(who Have much to gain) to both
participate and help in developing
a series of events that paddle ten-
nis can be proud of and enable our
sport to emerge from obscurity."

1t has been well known that pad-
dle tennis is a great game, is easy to
play and is exciting to watch. It also
has thousands of dedicated players
nationally. According to Corbett,
the Grand Slam Series would "fo-
cus our efforts, provide impetus for
sponsors to support paddle tennis
and create a series that might open
the door to television in the future.
And television would increase ex-
posure to the game and enable it to
grow recreationally. In a nutshell,
recreational growth is our major
goal," hesaid. "It takes a number of
small steps to make somethmg
great happen."

Finally, Corbett said that pad-
dle tennis associations across the
country interested in holding
USPTA sanctioned tournaments
or becoming part of the Grand
Slam should send a letter of inter-
est to the Board of Directors.
