the MENTAL NOTEBOOK

A lot of you played in the Nationals last
month and lost matches you should have
won-following a few of the tips from this
month’s mental notebook should prevent

that from happening again!
*
1. Toughness prevails over talent
every time.

It's not so much what kind of game you
have but what you do with it. Do you give
up when you're way behind or do you try
to change your losing strategy? Try to
remain calm and play each point one at 2
time---don't think about the total score-
just concentrate on winning the next paint
and then the next--before you know it,
you'll be back in the match!
2. *Between points” behavior can

make or break you.
Players are amazed to learn that of the
total time consumed in a match, only
about 25% is actually spent playing points.
The other 75% is spent waiting to serve
or return serve, or on changeovers. Are
you using the “between time” positively?
Think about the challenge of the next
point rather than dwelling on the past--
good or bad!
3. Mental toughness is forever

a battie.
No one is ever immune to breaking down.
Just when you think you have this mental
toughness thing conquered, you get
ambushed. You have to keep on your
toes(mind) at all times!
4. Everything is connected to

everything else.
Learn to control the emotional things
that affect your life off of the court.
Everyone has problems-there’s nothing
you can do about those problems while
you are playing.
